Prioritised Funding for SEND

Prioritised Funding for Disadvantaged
Top Up Swimming 15/20 75% children attending top up swimming pupil premium
Find numbers for qty of children fsm who have taken part in either afterschool and sports events. After a quick look our afterschool clubs match 50% disadvantaged
Disadvantaged children benefited from lunchtime spending. This spending also fills gaps left in extra curricular spending on afterschool and going to competitions / festivals.

Perceived Improvements in PE and Sport
The 5 Key Areas:
1. Increasing confidence, knowledge and skills of all staff in teaching PE and sporting activities
a. Forest School Training – Outdoor and adventurous
b. Spending on lunchtimes
2. Increasing engagement of all pupils in regular physical activity and sporting activities
a. Lunchtime Spending
3. Raising the profile of PE and sport across the school, to support whole school improvement
a. Medals and trophies for whole school events (Fun Run on Front, Mini London Marathon, Sports Day)
4. Offer a broader and more equal experience of a range of sports and physical activities to all pupils.
a. Taking children to SEND events
b. Girls football team. Girls Football Festival, Girls 5 aside, Girls Netball, Gymnastics afterschool club (catering to girls interest), Dance catering to girls interest
c. Multisports clubs hitting mainly boys interests
5. Increasing participation in competitive sport
a. Increasing attendance at competitions 
Achieving sustainable outcomes
Lunchtime Clubs: 
Run by school staff which reduces the need for external coaches
Minimal equipment costs with resources shared with PE lessons and used year after year
Improves health, attendance and behaviour – reducing costs elsewhere (e.g. fewer behaviour incidents and better concentration in the afternoons)
Very sustainable as can be continued each year.
Forest School:
Environmental sustainability – children learn to value the environment, it promotes eco-friendly practices and builds an awareness of the need to protect local habitats.
Social sustainability – promotes teamwork, cooperation and communication – skills that sustain positive relationships.
Educational Sustainability - develops critical thinking and problem-solving skills useful for future learning and careers and builds motivation and engagement in school. 
Long Term Value - Can be embedded year on year with relatively low cost once staff are trained and resources established. 
Latin & Ballroom Club:
Inclusivity & Accessibility – non competitive and open to all abilities, cost is low for families as no special kit required
Health & Wellbeing – builds physical fitness & coordination and supports mental health by boosting confidence and resilience 
Long Term value – pupils gain transferable life skills (discipline, confidence & teamwork) that endure beyond the club
Transport to competitions & Festivals:
Cultural – creates a strong school ethos around sport and achievement, motivating future cohorts. Encourages peer role models which sustains participation naturally
Accessibility & Inclusivity – Ensures ALL children are given opportunities to compete. 
Medals & Trophies:
Financial – Trophies can be reused rather than buying each year. Medals can be purchased in bulk
Motivation – Rewards sustain pupil engagement and increases long term participation in clubs and competitions.
Top Up Swimming: 
Targeted Use of Funds – only for children who need additional support
Long Term Value for Money – Equips children with a life-saving skill, supporting lifelong health and safety. School meets national curriculum requirements.
After School Clubs: 
Low cost structure – takes place on school premises, using existing PE Equipment
Value for Money – Improves health, behaviour and engagement reducing long term costs linked to inactivity. Supports wider school improvement – attendance, attainment and wellbeing.

Meeting requirements for swimming and water safety
